The Krewe performs a large repertoire of New Orleans music, focusing on classic jazz standards, discovering (and resurrecting) lost songs from the New Orleans repertoire, and creating new compositions in the New Orleans tradition. 

The Core-5 members of the Krimson Krewe are dedicated lifelong musicians of the highest caliber.  They are  also public school music teachers, who collectively have over 100 years of teaching experience, spanning  grades K-12 and at the collegiate level as well.

Mike received a MM in Jazz Studies and Performance from New England Conservatory of Music, and is pursuing a DMA degree in Music Education at Boston University. Mike is a multi-instrumentalist who has performed with Delfeayo Marsalis, Jerry Bergonzi, Yusef Lateef, Sam Rivers, and many more jazz giants. He worked as a lead tenor saxophonist for a year aboard Carnival Cruise Lines. He is also a dedicated music educator who has taught music in NH public schools for 30 years. In 2014 Mike was awarded the NH Christa McAuliffe Sabbatical, and developed an educational project called “Sound in Focus” which taught over 3000 NH students how to be better listeners. Mike is a music teacher in the Concord School District.
